Loosken (4) Snap CLIPS
S OF THIS MANUAL. AFFIX IT TO THE TAIL GATE LATCH AS B .
SHOWN IN FIGURE 5. DRILL A 1/4” PILOT HOLE AND THEN
ENLARGE IT TO 1-1/16”. CLEAN AND DE-BURR THE HOLE. FIGURE 2

2. INSERT THE REARSIGHT CAMERA INTO THE HOLE TO CHECK
FOR FITMENT. DO NOT REMOVE THE LINING ON THE TAPE .
OF THE CAMERA SHROUD YET. IF THE CAMERA WON’T FIT
FLUSH WITH THE LATCH, USE A KNIFE TO CHAMFER THE
INNER EDGE OF THE HOLE SO THAT THE CAMERA WILL FIT.
CLEAN THE OUTSIDE AREA AROUND THE HOLE WITH THE
SUPPLIED ALCOHOL PAD AND THEN MOUNT THE CAMERA TO

RouTING HARNESS AND POWER CONNECTIONS

CLEAN THE AREA SHOWN IN FIGURE 8 WITH ALCOHOL AND
MOUNT THE CAMERA PCB TO THIS SPOT USING THE DOU-
BLE-SIDED TAPE. SECURE THE HARNESS WITH WIRE TIES AS
SHOWN. ROUTE THE CAMERA HARNESS TO THE RIGHT OF
THE TAILGATE, SECURING WITH WIRE TIES AS SHOWN IN
FIGURE 9. CONNECT THE CAMERA HARNESS TO THE TAIL-
GATE INTERFACE HARNESS BY SCREWING THE TWO CONNEC-
TORS TOGETHER. SECURE THE CONNECTOR TO THE TAIL-
GATE WITH FOAM TAPE TO PREVENT RATTLES. FIGURE 10

ROUTE THE TAILGATE INTERFACE HARNESS TO THE HOLE AT
THE BOTTOM RIGHT SIDE OF THE TAILGATE. PULL THE CON-
NECTOR THROUGH, THEN INSERT ROUTE THE HARNESS
UNDER THE BED THROUGH THE SECOND HOLE AS SHOWN IN
FIGURE 11. CLEAN THE AREA WITH ALCOHOL THEN ATTACH
THE SUPPLIED ADHESIVE HARNESS CLIP TO THE BOTTOM OF
THE TAILGATE TO SECURE THE HARNESS AS SHOWN IN
FIGURE 11.
